If a school has a weather-related cancellation, any youth or adult programs held ON SCHOOL GROUNDS, are cancelled.
Decisions for YMCA youth and adult programs, held at a YMCA location will be made by 3pm on a questionable day.

We are always working to find better ways to communication with you about MANY things but cancellations of games,
classes and practices have always been the most difficult. So we are introducing a new way to get that information
QUICKLY and DIRECTLY to your mobile phone. WE PROMISE TO SEND ONLY CANCELLATION INFORMATION FROM THIS
ACCOUNT.
It's simple and easy to use. Here's how:

1. Become a user of twitter. (Skip this step if you're already a twitter user.)
Next follow @crmetroymca yth.
Then, go to Settings, Devices.
Add your mobile phone number.
Go to your ‘following’ link at the top your page.
Click the phone icon next to @crmetroymca yth. (It should turn green.)
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You are then ready to get mobile updates from us regarding cancellations ONLY.

Child Care Programs:

e Early School Dismissals: If school dismisses early due to inclement weather, Child Care wil/l be open. However, the
YMCA will not provide van transportation to the sites. Parents/Guardians may bring students to the sites.

e School Cancellations: The YMCA will attempt to provide child care when school is cancelled due to weather. The
program will start ONLY if the staff can arrive safely to the site. Please call the site coordinator for up-to-date
information. (See telephone numbers below.)

e School Delays: If the start of school is delayed, the YMCA WILL provide child care. However, if the weather worsens,
the YMCA reserves the right to close child care. Parents/Guardians will be notified regarding the time to pick up
children.

e School Age Child Care program participants should call their Site Coordinator if uncertain about whether or not
your site it is open.
